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前言

　　一、看准课程改革和考试改革的风向标。
　　随着《新课标》的深入贯彻，新理念、新教材、新教法和新高考都在不断创新和发展，第一批进
入高中新课改的广东、山东、海南、宁夏等实验省，率先实施了高考试题改革。
2009年安徽、辽宁、福建、浙江、江苏和天津等省市也相继进入新课改，进行高考试题改革，紧跟其
后，河北、湖北、云南、内蒙古、北京等省、市使用了新教材，并也要在2010加入进行高考试题改革
的行列。
这样到2013年全国各省市将均在使用新教材的基础上，进行高考试题改革。
　　由此而来，新教材改革、高考改革的风向标指向，新教材改革、高考试题改革的变化特点，无疑
是广大师生最关注的热点。
　　1.新教材充分凸显《新课标》的新理念，具有时代性、思想性和真知性的特点，原汁原味的选材
增多，难句子、复合句增多，词汇量由2000个词（全日制高级中学英语教学大纲1998人教版）提高
到3500个词（全日制普通高级中学英语课程标准北师大版）。
　　2.新高考命题难度要按《新课标》八级评估，要与新教材接轨，阅读理解测试材料中长句明显增
多，把阅读和听、说、写、译融合在一起的新型阅读题将成为发展趋势。
　　3.考试从内容到形式都进行了有力度的改革。
　　（1）试卷设计力争把听、说、读、写、译，特别是读与写的能力结合起来进行评估。
主、客观题匹配合理，赋分比例恰当。
全面考查学生的语用能力，人际交往能力和综合运用能力。
　　（2）卷面赋分比例最多的仍是阅读理解题，阅读材料多选自外文报刊、网络；题材广泛，体裁
多样；内容时尚，形式新颖，大约占到卷面的三分之一，甚至到五分之三。
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内容概要

　　本书以阅读理解为途径，狠抓基础，讲练结合，将高二学段应知应会的单词、短语、语法等知识
合理安排在30天的学习任务中。
学生可借助英语多项提升阅读系列对各学年的知识进行回顾强化，为进一步学习扫清障碍。
有余力者也可选学高年级分册，提前学习下一学年的知识，且不会因为二次阅读对教材失去兴趣。
学生可利用寒暑假集中强化，也可利用学期中的周末循序学习。

　　Fish can hear sounds, though they have no ears outside their bodies. However, fish do have ears inside their
bodies,near the brain,and they hear very well with them. Some fish have been taught to recognize thedifference
between sounds better than some human beings do.　　Many underwater animals made noises only by chance
while they are doing something else. Other sounds are real communications of a simple sort, telling one fish of the
presence and direction of another. A few noises may be warning messages or notice of discovery of food, etc. The
earliest scientific report on fish sounds referred to one of these.　　A new field in science is learning to recognize
and use underwater sounds. It depends on the　same skill that man has shown in recognizing birds and other land
creatures by their calls. But their method is a greater challenge than bird-watching, for many of the animals of the
sea cannot be followed in any other known way. Their voices cry for attention. Yet we still have too little knowledge
about many of the call-makers. Perhaps the meaning of the calls and what the call- makers are will some day be
made known more fully. It is as though the great oceans were for daring man to invade them and to learn the
secrets of the place from which his forefathers came so long ago.　　⋯⋯
