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前言

　　《专业英语视听说》教材是依据教育部《大学英语课程教学要求》的文件精神，聘请国内知名学
者组成专家指导委员会，由全国30余所著名高等院校的外语教授和相关专业教授等教学专家联袂编写
的一套视听说一体化教材。
编写这套教材的目的是为了把现代科技和现代英语教学理念相结合，立足英语教学改革，更新教育观
念，依靠多媒体技术和多样化课堂教学模式的支持，实现学生听、说、读、写能力的综合演练，从而
改进和提高英语教学效果。
全套教材以教育部最新公布的专业目录为依据，涉及文、史、经济、理、工、农、医等20多个学科方
向，覆盖100多个专业领域，堪称目前国内最大规模的专业英语系列教材。
　　本系列教材有以下两个最突出的特点：　　1.教材内容板块精心设计，既注意借鉴国外教材的先
进理念，吸纳多年来我国外语教学积累的经验，又充分照顾了中国学生的思维方式和英语学习习惯。
这套教材包括视听说教学用书、DVD教学光盘和点读笔三部分（点读笔属于可选项，老师和学生可以
根据自己的实际需要选择是否使用），每册书都包含16篇短文和高清晰的配套视频资料。
所有的音像视频资料均由澳大利亚classmomvideo、德国Dw、加拿大VEc等公司提供版权，并经过国内
专业英语权威专家组共同筛选审定，内容涉及面广、取材新颖、难易适度，充分反映了各个学科的最
新学术成果和发展方向。
纸质教材板块的设计充分考虑了中国学生学习专业英语的特点和目标，内容浓缩了大量的专业词汇和
专业用法，反映了各个学科的基本理论和基本概念，内容包括：①引导部分（介绍该单元主题的背景
知识、教学重点、难点等）；②视听说演练（紧扣视频内容，设计视频主题讨论、完成视频问题等互
动形式）；③附录文章（围绕该单元主题，介绍某一方面的学科发展、前沿知识等内容）。
教材中设计了大量的练习，练习的形式活泼多样，注意与视频内容的完美结合和有机互动，能够同时
调动教师和学生双方的积极性，促使他们采用多媒体、多样化课堂教学模式，开展视、听、说综合实
践演练活动，充分体现英语教学的实用性、文化性和趣味性。
　　2.努力把现代科技引入课堂教学实践，从而提高教学的互动性、趣味性，改善教学效果。
多媒体教学是现代教学改革的一个目标，如何利用好多媒体技术，使这个技术不仅在形式上，更在实
质内容上改变课堂教学模式，实现多样化教学、互动性教学，这也是现代教学改革的一个关键问题。
这套教材在这个问题上进行了一次有益的尝试。
配套视频资料、教材内文设计以及点读笔支持功能等都可以帮助师生在多模式教学的改革之路上大胆
前行。
