In the late 18th and early 19th centuries, Parliament was controlled by two political parties, the Whigs and the
Tories,which had come into being even before the Glorious Revolution. The Whigs were those who opposed
monarchy and supported the right of religious freedom for Nonconformists. They represented the interests of the
rising bourgeoisie, especially the big merchants and bankers. Most Whigs were in favor of some kind of
Parliamentary reform.0
