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This is how Mark Twain remembered himself as a twelve-year-old boy working as a printer's apprentice in
Hannibal, Missouri.He was not "Mark Twain" then. He was just plain Sam Clemens,"printer's devil for the local
newspaper, the Missouri Courier, and he cleaned up the office and delivered newspapers. He received no pay for
his work, only the usual terms for a printer's apprentice in 1848: a place to sleep, board, and two suits of clothes.
"More board than clothes,"he remembered, "and not much of either."
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
