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O O O Itis important to set up a warm, non-threatening and stimulating learning environment. This is best
achieved by establishing an English Learning Corner in the classroom toemphasize the importance of learning
English. You may find the following tips useful:Mount a large board on the wall to display letter cards, word cards
and picturecards.Hang letter cards, word cards and picture cards around the classroom.Prepare small plastic
baskets or boxes to hold small letter cards, word cards andpicture cards.Place colored pencils, crayons, glue and
paper in an area where children mayaccess them.Photocopy activity cards.Laminate letter cards, word cards and
picture cards to ensure durability.Bring puppets, toy animals or plastic figures for storytelling.
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
