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[0 O They propose that firstly, firm level impacts brought by political imperativesare not only determined by the
political imperatives, but also the structure of theindustry within which the firm is operating.[J The industry
structure is in turndetermined mainly by economic imperatives (to some extent political imperatives aswell).
Secondly, the political strategic choice of firms is a combined function of firmlevel impacts of these political
imperatives and the strategic predispositions of these[J [J firms. The latter may lead to ineffective political
strategies.Another model developed by Boddewyn and Brewer shows that business political behaviour co-varies
with three types of conditioning factors: the firm, the industry,and the non-market environment, and that it is
guided by the strategic objectives of the firms. In this model, business political behaviour is analyzed by forms and
intensity.[] Particularly, it is categorized into two forms: non-bargaining (i. e.compliance, avoidance and
circumvention ) and bargaining (i. e.[] conflict and partnership). The authors argue that, to international
businesses, the conditioning factors are: the type of the firm —— exporters, importers, or MNEs; the profitability
and structure of the industries the firms belong to; the structure and capabilities of the non-market environments in
which these firms operate. The strategic objectives of firms are efficiency, market power, and/or legitimacy. The
forms and intensities of international business political behaviour affect and are affected by both of these two
groups of factors.[J [J In a study into the political actions of MNEs subsidiaries, Blumentritt and Nigh found that
the greater the cooperation between subsidiaries competitive activities, the greater the coordination between their
political activities. This implies that corporate political strategy is linked with corporate competitive strategy@.
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
